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CLINICAL NEED

In intraoperative breast radiotherapy 
treatment, the alignment of the 
collimator with the protection disc 
ensures correct irradiation and tissue 
protection. However, when there is 
displacement or rotation of these two 
parts, the dose reaches the tissues 
posterior to the disc with a deviation of 
20% of the irradiated area.
